How do you define friendship?

At the age of 3, it was the bond between children close
to your age during a family gathering or an event. At the
age of 6, it is the friend who shares their favourite snack
with you in kindergarten.

At 12, you meet someone at tuition and although you

see them once or twice a week, you never seem to run
out of things to talk about. At 17, you say goodbye and
promise to keep in touch. Now in your 20s, there are new
people in your life and while there are still those older
friendships that you treasure, some have drifted apart.

Friendship, as it goes, is the foundation for any
relationship. A mutual understanding between two
parties filled with respect and trust; a solid base for
any relationship.

The digital age of friendship

It has become the norm to bond with people online,

but there are also concerns that due to the rapidly
increasing interactions online, some may lack the social
skills to interact with people physically, in turn losing
human touch. As such, there should be a semblance of
equal interactions, both physically and online. Being an
introvert and being reclusive from those around you hold
different meanings.

There is also the question of whether friendships relying
on social media are truly substantial. People tend to
judge that those with more followers are people they
have to connect themselves with; mainly to lift their
social standing and feel belonged. This can be related to
FOMO (fear of missing out), where if one is not keeping
up with the latest topics or not updating according to
the trends, they will be left out.

Social Cliques

Social cliques have always been there, just evolving

and adapting over time. Today, social media acts as a
means of determining whether you are qualified enough
to ‘sit at the popular kids’ table’, so to speak. This can
be related back to FOMO, where people feel the need
to share or post according to a certain manner, to be
considered ‘in’.

Befriending people solely based on how they appear on
social media, would lead to questioning the depth of the
friendship. While whatever they share online may seem
like they are ‘living their lives’, behind the screen it may
not be what it seems. In a way, befriending someone due
to how ‘aesthetic’ or ‘cool’ they are perceived as, could
be implied as shallow thinking.

Relationships built on a surface level have a higher
chance of being broken off earlier too. Just as how

easy they find it to strike up friendships, it is as easy for
them to simply move on once they feel a person is not

fit for them. Social cliques, specifically those that are
slightly toxic and popular, have always been like that, and
social media plays a part in setting up these so-called
standards and trends.

There are also some people who choose to change their
entire personality to be part of a social clique. They
mould themselves into these perfect personas to appear
on social media. As they do so, they lose their identities
and often drift apart from childhood friends and people
who truly value them.

True Friendships

Frankly, you cannot comprehend what true friendship is
until you experience the highs and lows of having friends.
It can get messy; you may drift apart and pick things

up from where you left off, or you may have a mutual
understanding of meeting each other occasionally but
still maintain that sense of closeness no matter how far
you are.

However, what needs to be understood is the essentiality
of trust and respect. Learn how to treasure those
friendships and to not take them for granted. It is not all
about the pretty pictures and trendy places, but more

of sharing the joy, laughter, tears and rants together.

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Back in ancient times, the Olympics were lit! Like, literally. During the Games, a flame blazed in honour of
the goddess Hestia was first debuted in the 1928 Amsterdam Summer Olympics Games.

The concept of the Olympic flame draws inspiration from ancient Greek customs, where a sacred fire, akin
to Prometheus’s mythological theft from the gods, burned throughout the ancient Olympic festivities at
the sanctuary of Hestia. In Greek mythology, fire held divine significance, symbolising enlightenment
and connection to the gods. Many ancient Greek sanctuaries, including those at Olympia, housed
sacred fires, reigniting the belief in divine presence.

Many ancient Greek sanctuaries, including those at Olympia, had sacred fires. Every four years,
during the Olympic Games honouring Zeus, fires were also lit at his temple and that of his wife,
Hera. Today, the modern Olympic flame is ceremonially ignited biennially in the presence of the
ruins of Hera’s temple, carrying forth the tradition with reverence and historical resonance.

The torch flame is always ignited by the sun in Olympia, Greece, the birthplace of the first
Greek Games. From there, it embarks on a monumental international relay, passing
from torch to torch until it reaches the host city. Unique torch designs are crafted
for every Olympics, with thousands of copies produced. Being selected as a
torchbearer is a tremendous honour, and many inspirational individuals are
chosen for this role each time.

Lit Olympic torches have flown on planes, stayed ignited underwater, and
scaled Everest! Some unlit torches have even gone into space.

Flaming arrow at the 1992
Summer Olympics in Barcelona

During the 1992 Summer
Olympics, organisers had

the idea to light the torch

by a flaming arrow. Antonio
Rebollo, a Spanish Paralympian,
was chosen out of a field of
200 archers to be the one to
shoot the arrow. A remarkable
cauldron lighting ceremony
unfolded as the Paralympic
archer sparked the cauldron
by shooting a burning arrow
over it, igniting the gas

rising from within.

1992

Ski jumping at the 1994 Winter Olympics
in Lillehammer

At the Opening Ceremony of the 1994
Winter Games in Lillehammer, the Olympic
Flame was to be skied down the ski

jump at Lysgardsbakken before lighting
the Cauldron. Originally assigned for

the task, Ole Gunnar Fidjestal, the 1988
Olympic bronze medallist, got injured

in a practice jump two days prior. His
backup, Stein Gruben, took over. After a
jump of approximately 70 metres, Gruben
passed the Torch to visually impaired
athlete Cathrine Hazel Ingnes. Ingnes, who
represented Norway in cycling and cross-
country skiing at the Paralympics, then
circled the arena with the Torch before
handing it to Crown Prince Haakon Magnus,
who ultimately lit the Olympic Flame.

Check out a few of the most memorable cauldron lightings in the past Olympic opening ceremonies:

Running on air at the 2008
Summer Olympics in Beijing

Li Ning, a former Olympic gymnast
from China, soared through the air
to light the Olympic Flame during
the Opening Ceremony. Suspended
by wires, Ning created the illusion
of walking on air as he circled

the stadium’s top with the torch.
Video highlights of the torch relay
in China played behind him as he
made his way around the stadium.
Eventually, Ning halted and ignited
a metal rope that transported the
torch to the cauldron.
